On Legal Issues in administrative Measures for Package Recycling 53

Abstract; The development of recycling economy has become an important development strategy in China. To
implement the two documents issued by the State Council on the recent focus in building a conservation—oriented
society and accelerating the development of recycling economy, National Development and Reform Commission drafted
Administrative Measures for PackageRecycling (draft). But some issues remain contentious in this draft. This paper
attempts to identify the deficiencies in this draft from theperspectives ofsubject, object and content, and propose some
measures for improvement by clarifying the subject position of individual businesses and strengthening the subject position
of consumers as natural persons, establishing and improving the corresponding standard for the administration of package
recycling and unifying the name of packages as used packing materials, and enhancing responsibility measures to ensure

the implementation of package recycling laws, regulations and regulatory documents.

Analysis of Rationality and Applicability of the System of Equity Acquired in Good
Faith 62

Abstract: The system of equity acquired in good faithis the new system formed by implanting the relevant rules
of bona fide acquisition system. There is no consensus among scholars as to whether the implantation is rational or
not. To tackle this issue, it’s necessary to analyze the three—level nature of equity so as to reveal the nature of equity
as a single civil rights of property, with a certain relationship of homogeneitywith property rights, which will prove
the rationality of applying bona fide acquisition system to equity. Meanwhile, in order to guide the correct application
in judicial practice, it is necessary to analyze the applicability of the system, specifically by strictly defining and
scientifically explaining its application elements, including subject elements, subjective elements, action elements, and

formal elements, so as to effectively ensure the safety of equity transaction and stabilize equity trading order.

However,discipline trough has been distorted and theory level has being retired increasingly in the current research
of criminaljurisprudencein China. The distortion of discipline trough may result in missing desirable knowledge
innovation, encouraging closedacademicmentality, and being separate from the actual need of criminal law practice, so
it’ s necessary to break away from the distorted discipline trough as the mistaken area of knowledge transformation of
criminal jurisprudence through gradually improving cultivating system of higher academic credentials and functioning
mechanism of professional academicinstitutions and return to the discipline trough with its original intention and
goalproposed by professor Chen Xingliang, so as to prompt the development of criminal jurisprudence.

Schiller and Modern Transformation in Germany: on Cultural Modernity in “Aquarrel
Between the Ancients and the Moderns” 79

Abstract: By criticizing the approaches of modern transformation in Great Britain and France, Schiller reveals
the multiple tasks of modern transformation faced by Germany: fighting against feudal autocracy and alien aggression,
and shaping national identity.
